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ETSI TISPAN WG8 thanks ITU-T Q.9/7 for the liaison statement COM4-LS-41E, containing your Management Specification Harmonization Status Report. We have reviewed this liaison and support the goal of harmonisation.

As requested in the liaison, we provide the following comments and inputs to the status report:

NGN Management Architecture

Please note that ETSI TISPAN are currently in the process of approving an update of TS 188 001.

Management Methodology

TISPAN have identified a small problem with the 3GPP SA5 methodology. At present this is restricted to use at the Itf-N (the interface between Systems performing the Element Management Function and Systems performing Network management Functions). TISPAN intend to propose changes to 3GPP SA5 to extend the definitions of IRP so that the specifications may also be used for other management interfaces (e.g. in TMN terminology: the interface between NML and SML).
